You must have heard about Muhammad Ali - probably the most famous athlete and one of
the best-known people in the world. But what do you actually know about his life?

He was the first three-time heavyweight boxing champion of the world. He was known for
his powerful fists as well as for his poetry. His ability to compose rhymes on the run could easily
qualify him as the first rapper. He won an Olympic gold medal and later threw it into a river in
protest against racism in America.

Ali's interest in boxing began when he was 12. He was living in a poor black neighbourhood
in Louisville, together with his parents and brother Rudy. One day, when his new bicycle got stolen,
Ali reported the fact to a local policeman Joe Martin. He was furious and said that he was going to
beat up the thief. Martin was the boxing coach at the Louisville's Club and he also had a TV show
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called ‘Tomorrow's Champions’. Seeing Ali's determination, he suggested that the boy learned to
fight.

Ali passionately devoted himself to amateur boxing. He trained hard and soon became a
celebrity in his hometown. Within the next few years, he won 100 of his 108 matches. At 18, he
became Olympic gold medallist and very soon he signed a lucrative professional contract.

In the 1960s, Ali became one of the most controversial figures in his country. He refused to
serve in the American army in Vietnam for religious reasons and, as a result, he lost his
championship belt. He was also sentenced to five years in prison, but later the sentence was
cancelled by the Supreme Court.

Muhammad Ali retired from boxing in 1981 and soon afterwards he was diagnosed with
Parkinson's disease. However, he remained active in various fields and he has not been forgotten. In
1999, he was named Sportsman of the Century by one of the biggest sports magazines. In the same
year, Ali's daughter Laila made her debut as a boxer despite her father's earlier comments against
female boxing.

If you think you are not one of those people whose buying habits are influenced by
advertisements, you are most probably mistaken. The latest survey made by The Consumers'
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Federation shows what effect modern advertising techniques have on the decisions of supermarket
customers. 150 people were asked to fill in a short questionnaire just as they were leaving a Tesco
supermarket after finishing their shopping.

Only 15% of the people admit they buy things because they've seen them advertised. The
great majority insist they do not even watch commercials on television. However, over three
quarters had no problems matching the most popular detergent brands with their advertising
slogans. And over 60% of the washing powder in their shopping trolleys belonged to one of the
three most widely advertised brands.

Most people do not realise that advertising aims not only at persuading them to buy a certain
brand. It's also all the techniques supermarkets use to make customers buy more than they have
actually planned. The music, the smells, the arrangement of products, the reductions, all have one
goal - to get as much money as possible out of our pockets. 94% of the people taking part in the
survey admitted they buy between one and five things more than is really necessary, each time they
visit a supermarket.

How to avoid spending too much? Here are a few tips:

First of all, always make a shopping list and stick to it, no matter what special offers you come
across.

Secondly, never go shopping on an empty stomach - you'll buy tons of unnecessary food.

If you really have to take children with you, agree in advance what one thing you'll buy them and
don't change your mind later, when they get tired or excited.

And, above all, limit the time spent in shops to an absolute minimum; don't treat shopping as
a leisure-time activity.

Do we have any chance in the battle against the powerful advertising machine? | doubt it. Most of
us like spending time in supermarkets, even if we don't realize it. It's become one of our favourite
pastimes, something like hunting combined with a family picnic.

Alaska has four great industries: fishing, forests, tourism arid oil: On the south coast of
Alaska is the port of Valdez, and from here most of Alaska's oil is taken to California and other
parts of the USA.

On the 24th of March, 1989, Captain Jeff Hazelwood was in command of an oil tanker
which had the same name as the port of VValdez. The tanker was owned by the Exxon oil company,
so it was usually called the Exxon Valdez. Captain Hazelwood was an experienced seaman.

The Exxon Valdez started its journey in the late evening of the 24th of March 1989. At first,
Captain Hazelwood was in charge of the ship. Later he went to his cabin to do some paperwork. He
left the ship in the command of the third officer. Just after midnight, the Exxon Valdez hit a group of
rocks called Bligh Reef. The tanker had five holes in its side - one of the holes was two metres wide
by six metres long. Fifty million litres of oil started to flow out of the ship and into the sea.

Unfortunately, the clean-up operation did not begin immediately. A special boat was
supposed to be ready for .emergencies, but it had been damaged by a storm. So the clean-up began
fifteen hours after the oil-spill was first reported. The first two days after the spill had been calm
and still; but by the time all the necessary equipment was in place, the weather had turned stormy
and strong winds quickly moved the oil to other parts of the sea.

The oil from the Valdez disaster covered 4,800 square kilometres of water. Millions of fish
and thousands of sea birds and sea-otters died. Some animals and birds died from cold, others died
from hunger, because 25% of the plankton in the sea was destroyed in the disaster, leaving many
animals and fish with nothing to eat.
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It is easy to try to blame one person for the Exxon Valdez disaster. In fact, it was the result of
mistakes made by many different people: people in the Exxon oil company, people on land, and
people on the tanker. The Exxon Valdez disaster was one of the first huge oil-spills in history.

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On the 23 (12) of March 1781 after decree of Ekaterina I, the first maritime
school was founded in Holmogory, which was the native town village of the great
Russian scientist M. Lomonosov.

Our college is the oldest in Russia. There are 3 departments in it: navigation,
engineering and electrical-engineering.

Environmental problems

The word environment means simply what is around us. Some people live in
a town environment; for others, their environment is the countryside.

Nowadays people understand how important it is to solve the environment
problems that endanger people’s lives. The most serious environmental problems
are: pollution in its many forms (water pollution, air pollution, nuclear pollution),
noise from cars, buses, planes, etc., destruction of wildlife and countryside beauty,
shortage of natural resources (metals, different kinds of fuel), the growth of
population.

There is no ocean or sea, which is not used as a dump. Many seas are used
for dumping industrial and nuclear waste. This poisons Kills fish and sea animals.
“Nuclear-poisoned” fish can be eaten by people

Many rivers and lakes are poisoned too. Fish and reptiles can’t live in them.
There is not enough oxygen in the water. In such places all the birds leave their
habitats and many plants die. If people drink this water they can die too. It
happens so because factories produce a lot of waste and pour it into rivers. So they
poison water.

Most of the pollution in big cities comes from cars and buses. Air pollution is a
very serious problem. In Cairo, for example, breathing the air is equivalent to
smoking two packs of cigarettes a day.

More and more often people are told not to be in direct sunlight, because
ultraviolet radiation from the sun can cause skin cancer. As a rule, the ozone layer
in the atmosphere protects us from such radiation, but if there are holes in the
ozone layer ultraviolet radiation can get to the earth.

That’s why people all over the world think and speak so much about ecology.

Moscow is the capital of Russia and of the Moscow region. It is the administrative
centre of the Central district. It is situated on the Moscow River. Moscow is Russia's
largest city and the leading economic and cultural centre. Moscow is governed by a
city council and a mayor and is divided into boroughs. The heart of Moscow is the
Kremlin, a walled city in itself. Its walls represent the city limits as of the late 15th
century. The hub of the Russian railway network, Moscow is also a port and has
several civilian and military airports.

Adjoining the Kremlin in the east there is Red Square. It originally was a
marketplace and a meeting spot for popular assemblies. Red Square is still used as a
parade ground and for demonstrations One of the most wonderful examples of
Russian architecture is St Basil's Cathedral. In front of the cathedral there stands a
monument to the liberators Minin and Pozharskiy.

The village of Moscow was first mentioned in the Russian Chronicles in 1147,
And this year it was founded by Yuri Dolgorukiy. In the 15th century Moscow
became the capital of the Russian national state, and in 1547 Grand Duke Ivan IV
became the first Tsar. Built largely of wood until the 19th century, Moscow suffered
from numerous fires.

The most well-known of them occurred during Napoleon's occupation in 1812.
Rebuilt, Moscow' developed as a major textile and metallurgical centre. During the
19th and early 20th centuries it was the principal centre of the labour movement and
social democracy. During World War 1, Moscow was the goal of the German
offensive. Although the German columns were stopped only about 40 km from the
city's centre, Moscow suffered virtually no war damage.

The city hosted the Olympic Games in 1980.

In the 1990s the city began to attract foreign investment and became
increasingly westernized. Many reconstruction projects were launched. Nowadays
Moscow is even more beautiful with its modem cafes, shops and offices of European
standard.

The Political System of Russia

The Russian Federation was set up by the Constitution of 1993. After its
destruction in 1991, the Soviet Union was broken up into an independent Russian and
14 other new, sovereign nations.

The Russian Federation is a presidential (or a constitution) republic. The
President is the head of state and is elected directly by the people. He controls all the
three branches of power. The President is commander-in-chief of the armed forces,
he makes treaties and enforces laws, appoints the prime minister, cabinet members
and key judges. The President can override and in some cases even dissolve the
national parliament, the bicameral Federal Government. The President is involved in
the work of the legislative executive branches.

The government consists of three branches: legislative, execution and judicial.
Each of them is checked and balanced by the President. The legislative power is
vested in the Federal Assemble. It consists of the Federation Council (upper house)
and State Duma (lower house). The members of the State Duma are elected. It is
formed of the heads of the regions. Each Chamber is headed by the Chairman.
Legislature is initiated in the State Duma, but to become a law a bill must be
approved by the lower and upper houses and signed by the President. The executive
power belongs to the Government. The judicial branch is represented by the
Constitutional Court, the Supreme Court and regional courts.

THE ARKHANGELSK REGION

Archangelsk is a large industrial, cultural and scientific centre in the North. It
sometimes called “the capital of the Russian North”. The Arkhangelsk region was
founded in 1584. Arkhangelsk was the first sea-port of Russia, the gate to the Arctic
Region.

It is situated in the North of our country not far from the White Sea. It lies on
the both banks of the Northern Dvina.

In the west the Arkhangelsk region borders on Korelia, in the east — with the
Komi Republic and the Tyumen region; in the south it borders on the Vologda and
Kirov regions. In the north the Arkhangelsk region is washed by the seas of the
Arctic ocean: the White, the Barents and the Kara Seas. The largest islands of the
region are Vaigach and Kolguyev, Novaya Zemlya and Franz Josef Land, the
Solovetsky Archipelago.

The chief rivers of the region are the Northern Dvina and the Pechora. The
Onega and the Mezen are other important rivers.

There are different types of climate on the territory of the Arkhangelsk region:
arctic (the islands of Novaya Zemlya and Franz Josef Land), subarctic (the territory
of the Nenetz Autonomous Area) and moderate (the most part of the region). The
Arctic has a powerful influence on the climate. Winter is frosty. But the weather is
changeable. The summer is not hot. The Arkhangelsk region is rich in natural and
mineral resources, such as oil, natural gas, bauxite, granite, limestone, gypsum,
diamonds.

Arkhangelsk is a large industrial centre. Its leading branch is timber industry.
Another branches of industry is ship-building, fishing, ship-repairing* and machine-
building. The largest ship-repairing yard is “Krasnaya Kuznitsa”. The port of
Arkhangelsk is famous all over the world.

My town is a cultural centre. There are a Drama theatre (named after M.V.
Lomonosov), Puppet Theatre, some museums: Gostiny Dvor, the museum of Fine
Arts, the museum Malye Karely, many schools and gymnasiums, colleges, three
universities.
